(N 47( 15.377(  W 122( 26.117()  Generally, reciprocal space is available for one guest boat, but additional space may be available. Moorage arrangements should be made directly with the marina (253-272-4404). Advance reservations are not accepted, but moorage availability may be checked and reserved on the day of arrival. Check-in is between 0900 and 1645 hours.

Once per calendar quarter per boat, moorage for the first day is complimentary. Additional days may be arranged with the marina at their regular rates. Power is $4.50 each day, and a gate key deposit of $20 is required. Checkout is noon.
